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Abstract - The objective of this study is to analyze the details,
reasons including the satisfaction of Japanese Visitors for
Thailand Visit. This study is Qualitative Research by In-
Depth Interview and Interview Structure collecting from the
review of related literature and the interview of 20 samples
of Japanese Visitors around The Temple of Emerald
Buddha, the Temple of Reclining Buddha, and 2 famous
shopping complex as Central World and Terminal 21
during October — December, 2013. After analyzing the
above data by Thematic Analysis, we found 2 main purposes
of Thailand Visit from Japanese Visitors. First, they would
like to visit the famous places in Thailand such as
Ayudhaya, The Temple of Reclining Buddha, Khaosarn
Road, Siam Square and Phuket. Second, they come to
Thailand for business purpose. Moreover, we found some
interesting points from the research. First is about the
appropriation. Thailand is a good destination for Japanese
Visitors because of its safety in travelling and its low cost of
living which match to their major concerns. Second is about
statistic. The duration of Thailand Visit by Japanese
Visitors are 3 days to 1 month and their expenses per day
are 600-10,000 baht. Third is about satisfaction. Japanese
Visitors are appreciated with the charm of historical
attraction, seaside and Chatuchak Weekend Market as same
as the delicious of Thai Food. On the other hand, they are

dissatisfied about Crossing Street and
