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ABSTRACT

Research Title: A Study of Learning Efficiency in English Foundation Courses Based on
Uplifting Ability in TOEIC Test Taking, Bundit ANUYAHONG (2012)

The purposes of this research were 1) to study of learing efficiency in English
foundation courses based on uplifting ability in TOEIC taking, 2) to compare the students’ ability
in TOEIC taking according to 300 marks of criteria set, 3) to compare the students’ English
listening ability before and after English learning, 4) to compare the students’ English reading
ability before and after English learning, 5) to compare the students’ ability in TOEIC test taking
before and after English learning, and 6) to find out the students’ satisfaction towards the English
learning class in 8 times.

The subjects were 70 undergraduate students who enrolled in English foundation
courses at Thai-Nichi Institute of Technology, during 2012 academic year which derived through
simple random sampling technique. The experiment consisted of 8 English lesson plans, 8
summative tests, the English listening-reading achievement test, and a questionnaire for surveying
the students’ satisfaction with the teaching method.

The experimental process and data collection were conducted as follows: The subjects
were given a 200-item English listening-reading achievement pretest. followed by 8 units of
English lessons over 8 class sessions in 3 months. After the completion of each unit, the 200-item
English listening-reading achievement formative test was administered to measure the subjects’
English  learning achievement and a questionnaire was used for surveying the subjects’
satisfaction on their English learning method.

The t-test was used to compare the subjects’ English listening-reading achievement
before and after the class. The average of the eight English listening-reading summative test
scores was compared with the post-test scores in order to determine the efficiency of the
learning method. The mean and standard deviation of the questionnaire scores were used to
measure the students’ satisfaction with English learning method.

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Learning efficiency in English foundation courses based on uplifting ability in TOEIC
test taking was highly effective. Students scored 76.75 on the English learning summative tests
and 49.58 on the post-test.

2. The students’ ability in TOEIC test taking after the course was higher than before.
Students’ mean scores were 270 in listening skill (out of 550) and 200 in reading skill (out of 550).
Students’ mean scores in total were 470 (out of 990) which higher than 300 of criteria set.

3. The students’ ability in listening skill after learning the course was significantly higher
than before at 0.05 level.

4. The students’ ability in reading skill after learning the course was significantly higher
than before at 0.05 level.

5. The students’ ability in learning English foundation courses based on uplifting ability in
TOEIC test taking after the course was significantly higher than before at 0.05 level.

6. The students were very satisfied with the eight English classes.

For an ever-increasing number of companies worldwide, teleworking, also known as
homeworking , is becoming an effective method to keep costs down. Analysts predict that by
the year 2020, it will account for at least 40% of the total workforce. In a nutshell, teleworking
occurs when modern information and communication technologies are used to enable
employees to perform professional tasks at a distance from a conventional work place.
It offer significant benefits to employees who can stay home to work instead of wasting time
commuting to an employer's or a customer’'s premises. It also reduced the environmental
impact of car travel. For employers, it is an effective way of saving on office overheads and on
the cost of premises by reducing total office occupancy. A survey of North American and
European companies carried out by the Morton-Fleming Research Institute shows that
teleworking contributes to raising productivity by 10-40% as employees avoid the interruptions
of an office environment, are less reluctant to work longer hours than the normal average and
are more resilient when facing such external disruption as public transport strikes or severe
weather conditions.
