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ABSTRACT

This classroom research was conducted to study students’ learning interest level
of Generation Y activities in International Business (BUS-403) class. The target samples
were a section of 133 third-year Business Administration students, Business Japanese
course at Thai-Nichi Institute of Technology, enrolled in the first semester of academic
year 2013. The research instrument was learning interest questionnaire. The data were
analyzed by

The independent variables are the 8 Gen-Y activities included the Seat-layout
namelist checking, Calling students’ nicknames, Using video clips from Youtube, Allowing
3-times presentation, Creating Facebook as an alternative contact channel, Class
discussion, Conducting overview talk at the beginning of each class and Allowing
students to choose their own group members without limiting number of the team
members.

At the statistical significance level of 0.05, the Z-test (one sample) showed that
nearly all the activities gained Learning Interest at ‘Excellent’ level (more than 4.22 out

of 500 scale) except one activity, the Class Discussion, was at ‘Good’ level.
